


Other returner options:

Returning as a KAMPer to a different camp

If you have already arranged a contract, submit your application as described here but with the
addition of a letter of reference from your previous camp. We cannot accept your application
without this additional reference. If you want BUNAC to find a new camp for you, you will have to
apply as a first time applicant so that we can compile an up-to-date dossier to show to camp
directors. You can apply online at www.bunac.org. You must still apply as a first time applicant
even if you have a referral to a camp which is interested but has not yet issued a contract. Again
you must have a letter of reference from your previous camp.

KAMPers returning as counsellors

If you have previously worked on BUNAC's KAMP programme (or similar) and have now been
offered a position as a counsellor, you should apply to the Summer Camp USA programme as a
first time applicant. Do not fill in the application forms included with this leaflet but contact
BUNAC for advice.

How to apply

All the following documents are required to complete your application:

1. Application Form

Answer all the questions giving as much detail as you can. On behalf of your sponsor, IENA, BUNAC is required to obtain the
fullest possible information on each applicant every year. Any application form that is not completed in sufficient detail will be
returned, thus delaying the process.

2. Photocopy of your contract

The contract from your camp must be on camp headed paper and state your job title, salary and dates of employment. If you
choose to be a “regular returner” it should also state that the camp will pay $1095 to BUNAC to cover your flight costs. It is up
to you to negotiate a salary and arrange for your new contract to be sent to you. You should be able to earn more in-hand than
you did as a first time participant, although while some camps pay significantly more, others will not be able to afford to do so.
The salary amount will also depend upon the level of the position you accept. Please be sure to read the contract carefully. Check
the contract dates and the general terms. Your signature on the contract indicates your agreement to the terms and once you
have signed you will have to abide by the terms and conditions.

3. Reference Form

The application pack contains a reference form for completion by a suitable referee. You can send this in with the rest of your
application, or your referee can post it to us directly. It is your responsibility to ensure that we receive your reference and we
recommend that you call us to confirm that it has arrived before posting the rest of your application. Make sure that you and your
referee read the information on the back of the form. You can call us for advice if you are unsure who to ask to be your referee.
He/she must be somebody who has had recent contact with you and can give an objective assessment on your suitability for
working with children, your skills and personal attributes. Please note that we do not accept references from friends, relatives,
work colleagues, your camp director or anybody else connected with your camp. However, if you are returning to a different camp
this year, you must also obtain a separate reference from your previous camp director and include this with your application.

4. Photocopy of details page from passport

Please provide a clear photocopy of the details page (the page with your photo) so we can verify the name and passport
information that we will be printing on your DS-2019.

5. Proof of J-1 status

If you have not been before with BUNAC's KAMP USA programme, you need to show that you have held a J-1 support staff visa
through another organisation. Please send a photocopy of your last DS-2019 or IAP-66, or your last J-1 visa stamp from your
passport with your completed application form. Previous BUNAC participants do not need to include proof of their J-1 status.

6. Loan and Guarantee Agreement - for “Regular Returners” only )

This form is necessary to ensure that the loan for your airfare and the administration costs is repaid should you not complete
your contract for any reason. One copy should be signed and dated by you and your third party guarantor and returned with your
\application. You should keep the second copy for your own reference.




7. Police Background Check )

All applicants must provide a 2010-issued police background check without exception.

Applicants resident in England, Wales, Scotland or Northern Ireland must submit, via BUNAC, an application for a Disclosure
through the CRB (England & Wales), Disclosure Scotland (Scotland) or Access NI (Northern Ireland). Further details and an
application form will be sent to you when we have received your returner application.

Residents of Ireland must obtain a Garda check instead, through their local police service and send this with their application.
As it can take some time for the full report to be issued we will accept a receipt of application with the initial forms but the full
report must be forwarded to BUNAC as soon as it received.

If you are resident in England, Wales or Northern Ireland and already have a 2010-issued Enhanced Disclosure, we will usually
allow you to submit a clear copy of this in lieu of making a further application to the CRB or Access NI. You must submit a clear
copy of the Disclosure with the rest of your application. We reserve the right to ask you to apply for a new Disclosure at our
discretion.

8. Application Fees

The following fees currently apply and must be paid at the time the programme application is submitted to BUNAC. Registration
fees are subject to change - check www.bunac.org.uk for the latest prices.

We accept payment by cheque (payable to “BUNAC”) or credit/debit card. If paying by credit/debit card, please complete
the enclosed payment authorisation form.

Other fees

After your application has been received and processed, you will pay for the (compulsory) insurance policy which will cost
approximately £138 for 4 months comprehensive coverage. Own Arrangers/BUNAC Own Arrangers will also pay the £25 ($35) US
government tracking fee (SEVIS) at this stage. This should be reimbursed to you by your camp. If you are a Regular Returner, BUNAC
will pay the fee up front and collect the reimbursement direct from your camp.

A police background check costs £36 for residents of England and Wales. In Northern Ireland the cost is £30. There is currently no
change for residents of Scotland.
You will pay a visa application and courier fee (currently £101) when you submit your visa application, either by post or in person, as

described above, which covers the processing fee charged by the US Embassy in London or Belfast. If you will be applying in Dublin,
you should check directly with the Embassy there for details of local J-1 visa processing fees.

The only other possible costs for Regular Returners and BUNAC Own Arrangers (i.e. those buying a flight package from BUNAC) are
any flight fuel surcharges and airport taxes which may be imposed by the airlines.




Cancelling your application

Please contact us immediately if you are thinking of cancelling your application at any time. All cancellations must be confirmed
in writing. If you cancel after your application is received by BUNAC but before your DS-2019 is issued, you will be entitled to a
refund of £10 (Regular Returner) or £20 (Own Arranger) for applications received during the early bird discount period. We regret
there will be no refund if you cancel after your DS-2019 has been issued. Please note that the insurance premium, once paid, is
not normally refundable (full details will accompany the insurance booking form).

What happens next?

Once we have received, checked and accepted your application you will be sent the relevant flight/insurance information and
booking forms. You will also receive confirmation of your BUNAC membership number.

After your insurance is paid and BUNAC flight booked (if applicable) we will apply for your DS-2019 document and send you details
of how to apply for your visa.

Please send complete applications to the address below. Most applications are processed within 3 working days of receipt, though
please allow up to 7 working days in April and May.

We expect the programme to close to new applications on 28 May, 2010. If you need to apply after this date, please call the office
first to confirm that we can help you and to check up-to-date visa processing times and costs.

Loan and Guarantee Agreement 2010

This form sets out the Terms and Conditions under which you are entering into an agreement with BUNAC Travel Services
Limited (on behalf of BUNAC) for the loan of the flight, visa and programme expenses, in order to participate in the KAMP USA
programme. Both you and your Guarantor should read the form carefully before signing — you sign at the end of Part A, your
guarantor signs at the end of Part B. This is a fully binding legal agreement and both you and your Guarantor must sign.

I, the applicant, understand that by completing the application form for the "KAMP USA" programme of the British Universities North
America Club (BUNAC) and by accepting a contract with a Camp, | will have entered into two separate legally binding agreements.
Specifically | understand and acknowledge that as a condition of the said agreements, BUNAC has lent or will lend me the full cost of
my transatlantic travel (except surcharges and insurance), visa processing (except those fees imposed directly by the US Government
or its agencies), orientation and other fees and services as indicated, in all $1580 (or $1095 regular returner), and that the full amount of
the said loan (less such proportion thereof as is recoverable by BUNAC as set out below) is repayable by me to BUNAC upon demand.

Normally, the full amount of the said loan is recoverable from the Camp by BUNAC provided that | fulfil the terms of my contract to the
satisfaction of the Camp, which involves (inter alia) working at the Camp for the full duration of the contract.

Otherwise | understand and agree that | will be liable to BUNAC to repay:

(a) Any travel costs incurred on my behalf, apart from the round-trip transatlantic fare, which is paid for but not recoverable by
BUNAC, or is paid for by the camp and reclaimed from BUNAC, plus

(b) Any other expenses (including time, labour, legal or collection fees) which are directly incurred by BUNAC in my name, or on my
behalf, in enforcing this Agreement or under Note (8) below, plus

(c) On withdrawal from my contract with the camp for any reason more than 21 days before the date of my flight, as specified by
BUNAC, whatever sum is due under the cancellation clauses of the flight booking conditions (the total not to exceed
$1580/$1095) or

(d) On withdrawal from my contract for any reason 21 days or less before the date of my flight as specified by BUNAC: $1580/$1095
or

(e) On travelling to North America but failing to arrive at the Camp for any reason or working there for less than one week of full
camp: $1580/$1095 or

(f) On working at the camp for more than one week of full camp but less than the full duration of the contract for any reason
(including, but not limited to, termination of contract, or voluntary, or involuntary departure from the camp): $100 or the
difference between $1580/$1095 and [$1580/$1095 x W/D], whichever is the greater (see example), where:

i) W equals the number of days from the day on which the KAMPer arrives at the camp to the day of his/her final departure
exclusive of the days of arrival and departure but inclusive of any agreed holidays taken by the KAMPer, and

i) D equals the number of days from the day on which the KAMPer arrives to the day first agreed between him/herself and the
camp director for departure, exclusive of the day of arrival.

Example: for an East Coast camp, if the contract was from 20 June to 20 August (D = 62— 1 = 61), but the KAMPer left 10 July
(W =21-2=19), the sum owed is $1580- ($1580 x19/61) = $1088, to the nearest dollar, or for a “regular” returner $1095 —
($1095 x 19/61) = $754, to the nearest dollar.

(2) In all the above cases | forfeit a) the BUNAC registration fee, and b) any fees imposed by the US Government or its agencies.

(2) The above mentioned sums shall be converted into Pounds Sterling at the Official Rate of Exchange prevailing on the day
demand is made. References to dollars are to U.S. Dollars.

(3) I understand that BUNAC will fly me back to the United Kingdom provided that: (a) any amount due under this Agreement has
been repaid to BUNAC in full; (b) it is on a specific flight designated by BUNAC; (c) such a flight must be on or before 1st
October 2010. | further understand that such a flight may involve extra costs in addition to any flight transfer fee required under
the Flight Booking Conditions and | agree to reimburse BUNAC on demand any monies outstanding to BUNAC including any
such extra costs. | further understand that a return on any flight other than that designated by BUNAC will be entirely at my own
expense and will not reduce my liability to BUNAC as described above.

(5) The cost of travel to camp from point of entry is considered by the camp to be payable in full only on completion of the contract.

(7) If, while in North America, | incur any non-insured expenses, medical or otherwise, which | fail to meet, or insured expenses,
medical or otherwise, for which | fail to make a claim, | agree to indemnify both BUNAC and my Camp against such costs,
including collection and legal fees.
