Volunteers wanting to work with children will have the opportunity to assist at a local centre helping with general childcare, creative and educational play as well as assisting with the health checks of pregnant women and new born babies.

The project costs start from £1299 and this includes all food, accommodation and training as well as full BUNAC support before, on arrival and for the duration of the placement.
